The sharp point of entry, teamed with the buoy-
ancy provided by the varying deadrise, really cuts
through the water.

Experienced captains will tell you, “The SeaV?
hull tracks like it’s on rails,” giving superior
performance in quartering and following seas. If
you watch the spray coming off a SeaV* hull, you
can see three wakes. That’s the strakes and chines

knocking down spray. This design, combined with
the flat hull surfaces, creates the unparalleled dry
ride that Grady-White is famous for delivering.
